Conservative Force
A force is conservative if the work done by it is path independent.
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For example, gravity is a conservative force in this situation. The work done by gravity is the same regardless of the path taken to get from a to b. 

Spring is also conservative force
A non-conservative force (liberal force ( ) is any work done that is path dependent. For example, friction.
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In this case, the second instance has more work done by friction
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
